We are investigating internet services available from The American Legion.  Legion headquarters has developed and is up-

grading computerized programs to assist Post Officers in day-to-day membership processing and management duties.  This 

will allow us to manage membership information on a computer located at the Post or from any remote location.  Having real

-time access to records will allow us to make immediate updates – e.g. correct an address or misspelled name.  We will also 

be able to create newsletters, labels, name badges, and a host of other things using this system.  Eventually we will be able to 

do on-line membership enrollment and a host of other activities that will make our Post operation more efficient.  Ultimately, 

Post 419 will have to subscribe to a high-speed internet service and may have to upgrade our office computer.  The added 

benefit of having our own high-speed internet service is that we can set up a reliable, efficient Wi-Fi service within the Post for use by all of 

our members and patrons.
