Immediate Steps When Discharged from the VA & Need Help:

1. Discharge Planning Team at Palo Alto VA:

# TheVA's discharge planning team should provide assistance in arranging post-discharge care. Ask to speak with the

social worker or case manager assigned to the Veteran.

* Request information about available in-home care or transfer to a long-term care facility.

2. VA Community Care Programs:

¢ The VA offers support through Community Living Centers (CLCs), Contract Mursing Homes, or Medical Foster Homes.

¢ Inquire about eligibility for VA-paid placements or assistance.
